Key decisions
a) A decision taker may only make a key decision in accordance with the requirements of the Access to Information Procedure
Rules set out in Part 11A of the constitution.
b) A key decision is defined as either:

(i) any decision in relation to an executive function which results in the local authority incurring expenditure which is, or the
making of savings which are, in excess of £1.25m having regard to the local authority's budget for the service or function
to which a decision relates; or

(ii) any decision which is likely to have a significant impact on communities living or working in an area comprising two or
more electoral divisions.

c) For this purpose, the Council has agreed that a key decision is any decision which:

(i) recommends a budget to the full Council

(ii) proposes an amendment to the Council's Policy Framework (as defined in Part 5 of the constitution)

(iiif) involves the expenditure or savings of more than £1.25M over one accounting year unless expressly provided for in the
adopted budget or Policy Framework

(iv) involves the acquisition or disposal of land and buildings or any interest in land and buildings in excess of the value of
£1.25M unless covered by a specific item in the budget

(v) involves a budget virement of funding in excess of the virement limits set out in Part 11C (financial regulations) of this
Constitution

(vi) recommends the promotion or amendment of local legislation

(vii) involves significant public, private and voluntary partnership working in Norfolk

d) Together with any other decision which the Monitoring Officer, in consultation with the Leader and Chief Executive Officer ,
consider to be a key decision within the Regulations.
