The streets north of the river are among the oldest in Thetford with some
buildings medieval in origin. The Gaol House on Old Market Streetis worth a
detour - now a private property it retains the manacle sign over the
doorway. The Ancient House Museum is one of the town’s best-preserved
timber-framed buildings, constructed c.1490 it was originally a merchant’s
residence.

Continuing along Minstergate you will see the magnificent ruins of the
Priory of Our Lady of Thetford, founded over 900 years ago as part of the
Cluniac order and in its day the most powerful of the town’s many religious
establishments. You can’t help but admire the splendid and exceptionally
intact 14th century gatehouse.
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Getting started: The trail starts at Nuns’ Bridges
(TL8737 8247).

Getting there: Thetford is well served by good
bus and rail links. Parking at the start point is free,
asis parking at Water Lane.

What to expect:Surfaced roads and pavements
with some unsurfaced footpaths.
